REID, KEMPTHORNE TO ATTEND SIGNING OF HISTORIC TRUCKEE RIVER OPERATING AGREEMENT
Reno, NV – Marking the culmination of more than two decades’ work, the signing ceremony for the landmark Truckee River Operating Agreement (TROA) will take place Saturday at Wingfield Park. This agreement is vitally important for the long-term health of the Truckee River watershed, which affects northern Nevada and California, and is the result of collaboration among five main parties: the United States, the State of California, the State of Nevada, the Pyramid Lake Paiute Tribe, and the local water purveyor, Truckee Meadows Water Authority.
TROA divides the waters between Nevada and California and prevents future litigation regarding allocations; enhances conditions for threatened and endangered fish throughout the Truckee River basin; increases drought protection for the Truckee Meadows and improves water quality downstream from Reno-Sparks and enhances in stream flows and recreational opportunities in California and Nevada.
